All entries must adhere to the Competition Guidelines.  

Wrocław 2004 Youth Congress Theme Song Competition

Guidelines 

1. A piece of original music and lyrics that captures the essence of Youth Congress in 2 verses with a chorus or 3 verses in length.  Each verse should ideally be no longer than 4 lines.  The lyrics will need to be in English. 

2. A song that is catchy.

3. A song that encompasses the ethics of Adventist music:

· Does the music to which we listen, or that which we perform, have moral substance and depth in it, both lyrically and instrumentally?  

· What is the intention behind the music?  Does the music send out a positive or negative message?  When we listen to the music, do we find that it conforms to the criteria that Paul spells out in 1 Corinthians 10:31 and Philippians 4:8?  

· Is the intention of the music being communicated effectively?  Is the musician fostering an atmosphere of reverence?  Do the words say one thing while the music says something else?  

· Are we seeking the guidance of the Holy Spirit in the choice of both secular and religious music?

· Seventh-day Adventist music-making means to choose the best and above all to draw close to our Creator and Lord and glorify Him.

4. The songwriter must adhere to the Youth Congress Mission Statement of:

The Youth Congress exists: To celebrate and enrich faith in unity, to be inspired for vision and dynamic action, realising you are valued. 

And the goals and objectives: 

Time 4 Action - Celebrate, be enriched and inspired in unity.

5. All entries must be submitted to the Local Union Youth Director by 30 April 2004 on a non-returnable CD with a copy of the lyrics and contact details.  These will be forwarded to the Paul Tompkins, Trans-European Division Youth Director no later than 10 May 2004. 

6. The winner will be notified in writing.

7. Prize:

The winner will receive a free place at the Youth Congress, which includes meals and accommodation in student/university housing for the duration of the Congress.  
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
